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At a session held at the Annual Part C Data Managers Meeting, participants were offered the opportunity to respond and add to the Summary of Data Issues generated based on input from the Baltimore and Salt Lake City OSEP Summer Institutes Data Community of Practice discussion groups.

These three discussion groups were asked to identify one important activity the Data Community of Practice should take on:  

• 
Developing a system of sharing information/data between Part C and Part B that has outcomes as a focus with data collected at different points of time during the year.

•
Provide linkage between Part B, Part C and other social service agencies.

•
Develop data definitions across Parts C and B:

•
Have group representative of Part C and B; work with OSEP/WESTAT on data dictionary.

•
Develop handbook with training modules to ensure consistency in training.

•
Incorporate concept of unique identifier

· Additional issues raised as part of these discussions:

•
PBDMI should ultimately grow across Part B, 619, and Part C incrementally.

•
FERPA versus Department of Health – confidentiality issues

•
Part C outcomes not education based

•
Provide forum to discuss smaller issues; less threatening forum to allow freedom of discussion

Make sure data definitions are consistent across agencies

•
Have monitoring community identify data elements that are key and most useful and attainable – short term goals that are doable and add to these over time
